As cricket’s official charity The Lord’s Taverners support the development of cricket 
through out the UK. We provide cricket equipment bags from kwik cricket through to 
youth cricket, grants for non turf pitches and other cricket projects. The full guidelines 
and application process is detailed on our web site www.lordstaverners.org, click on 
‘Charity’ link and ‘Apply for fundraising’. 

 Most often the funds are raised at high profile corporate fundraising events and 
distributed to cricket clubs and a number of very worthy disabled sporting bodies. Your 
West Midlands Regional Committee would like to broaden both the awareness of the 
charity’s work and also help local cricket clubs raise some money for themselves. 

As with all the regional committees of The Lord’s Taverners, The West Midlands region 
has a number of high profile past and present County and International Cricketers who 
either serve on the committee or are regular supporters of the charity. “Team up with the 
Taverners”, is to be launched at Edgbaston and New Road and will offer the services of 
these former players to help  raise funds for your club and The Lord’s Taverners by 
attending your club free of charge  for a fund raising event. 

The events can be anything from a junior coaching and presentation night, a Q&A Curry 
night or even could be your club’s end of season awards dinner.  We are looking for 
partner clubs who will commit to making such an evening work for themselves and the 
Taverners. It’s not about how much money is raised but how cricket at your club can be 
improved by joining this programme. The initiative is a fund raising programme  with 
the funds to be split 50/50, but whether £200 is raised or £10,000 is not the primary 
concern, but we do want to be sure the time given freely by the players is time well 
spent.
